Objective:  Students will analyze the pardons of Haley Barbour (Governor of Mississippi) and form their opinion on the issue

Preparation:
· Teacher will preview source and arrange to share with students
· Teacher will arrange for students to conduct further online research on issue
· Teacher will create bulletin board entitled “Barbour’s Pardons, Are They Constitutional?”
· Separate bulletin board into two sides “Yes” and “No”
· Leave space below headings for students to post their opinions


Procedure:
· Students will be introduced to the concept of pardons and Haley Barbour’s 2012 Pardons
· Teacher will share video with students
· Students will conduct online research on the topic of pardons and the 2012 pardons by Haley Barbour
· Students will form their opinion on the issue
· Students will write a summary of their position on the issue
· Teacher will post all student summaries on bulletin board

· Your post must include a 2-4 sentence summary, expressing your opinion on the following question “Barbour’s Pardons, Are they Constitutional”
· Your post must include at least 3 reasons/facts/quotes from the Constitution, supporting your position (may be listed/bulleted items)
· Bonus Feature:  Include an additional fact to support your position, a quote from another source or an image/chart/graph 
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
