SOPA Protest- Lesson Plan 1

Objective:  Students will conduct research to write a mock-news article about the SOPA protests

Preparation:
· Teacher will arrange for students to conduct online research
· Teacher will prepare space on a bulletin board for articles to be displayed

Procedure:
· Students will conduct research about SOPA
· Students will create a mock-news article about the SOPA protest
· Students will submit draft of article for teacher approval/revisions
· Students will revise article according to teacher notes
· Students will submit final draft of article to teacher
· Students will post article on bulletin board



			
SOPA New Article Expectations

· Articles must have a title and your name as the author
· Include at least one image (photo, map, chart etc.)
· Include summary of what SOPA is and why the protest is taking place
· Include a list of at least four well-known parties involved in protest
· Articles will be written with bias…include your opinion within article
· Include at least two quotes (one for and one against protest)
-Quotes may be from friends, family members, community members etc.
· Provide an additional source for readers interested in learning more about SOPA/Protest (be sure the sources is trustworthy!)
· Articles must be printed in size 12 type and justified
*Your list of at least 3 sources used should be printed on BACK of article
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
