Objective:  Students will research and write a summary of a recent internet lawsuit 

Preparation:
· Teacher will preview online sources and prepare to share samples of internet lawsuits with students
· Teachers will arrange/plan for students to conduct online research

Procedure:
· Teacher will ask students the following discussion prompting questions:
-What laws are there about using the internet?
-If the internet is mentioned in the Constitution, how can we create proper laws for its use?
-Are any internet laws controversial?
· Teacher will share sample lawsuits with students (from sources)
· Teacher will explain assignment expectations
· Students will begin research for topic/lawsuit
· Students will submit topic/lawsuit for teacher approval
· Students will write a summary of lawsuit according to expectations



				Internet Law Expectations

· Select one recent (last 5 years) lawsuit dealing with the internet to research and summarize
· Summaries should be ½ -3/4 page in length.  Typed, double spaced, size 12 
· Summaries should include the following information:
	-Main issue at hand
	-Who brought forth the suit?  Why?
	-Any defense provided?  
	-Outcomes; who ‘won’ the suit?  Were any laws written as a result of this?
· Opinion:  Your opinion of the lawsuit and outcome will be included in a separate paragraph, after the summary (5-10 sentences)
· Provide a list of sources used (at least 3)
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
