Objective:  Students will work in groups, analyzing the issue of executive privilege and identifying the pros and cons of the power

Preparation:
· Teacher will prepare copies of articles from online sources provided 
· Teacher may choose to add to list of material for students to analyze
· Teacher will assign students into groups of 3-4

Procedure:
· Students will be arranged into groups of 3-4
· Groups will be given several handouts (articles on executive privilege)
· Group will read through all material
· Groups will discuss executive privilege and identify the pros and cons of the power
· Groups will complete executive privilege chart
· Teacher will lead a discussion based on chart/group discussions
· Teacher may tally pro and con points on board, made by groups during discussion
· Discussion Questions:
-Should Executive Privilege be continued?
-Should Executive Privilege be limited?  If so, how/in what circumstances
-From the articles provided, which situations/ presidents seemed to take the Executive Privilege too far?  Why?
-Should other occupations hold Executive Privilege?  If so, who?  (Teachers, doctors, lawyers, business men/women)
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
